school students are part of a new initiative called
GenerationNext which OneCity is bringing to the
Cincinnati region. That day, | heard the word miracle
lobbed around. Not carelessly, but with heartfelt thanks.

After nearly four years in development, GenerationNext
is finally coming to fruition. Promising high school
students with humble hopes of attending and graduating
college are now enrolling for fall classes where they’ll
receive a full scholarship to either Cincinnati Christian
University (CCU) or Cedarville University!

While college enrollment for minorities has increased by
almost half since 1976, the retention and graduation rate
for students of color is an unacceptable 50%. OneCity is
importing a best-practice model from the Northwest
Leadership Foundation--which has yielded a retention
rate of 97%--and will apply the template and program
training to generate a successful program here in
Southwest Ohio.
